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1) Obsolete  electronic equipment.  The landlord offered to include our obsolete computers, monitors, fax machines and printers (which had been stacking up in the office) when the recycler picked up theirs.   I pulled the hard drives from the towers, and the equipment is now gone.   There may be a $5 charge per monitor, so we may be billed for $20.

2) Online Classroom for Public Programming. Several librarians attended the information session on the classroom and a first class/session has been scheduled for February, for the Clarinda library.  

3) WILBOR.  Council Bluffs Public Library is joining WILBOR at the end of February.  We have had a great deal of interest in WILBOR, primarily in the ebooks, since Christmastime.   The next add period is coming up, with patrons of new members having access on May 31.   I have been visiting with boards and talking with librarians, and I will doing an information session later in February.  (Deadline for letters of agreement will be March 31.)

4) Long Range Planning Facilitation. The accreditation process, which has been on “hold” for a year, is starting up again and I’ve had several requests from libraries to discuss long range planning with the board, and to facilitate the planning process for them.
