New Business

a) Vision Awards.  Teget moved to award the Vision Award to Bayard Public Library Board of Trustees, and Honorable Mention to the Sidney Public Library Board.  Mefferd seconded, unanimously approved.  Stanger will present the award at the Town Meeting.

b) Reference contract.  Mefferd moved, Teget seconded, to approve the contract with Northeast LSA as presented; unanimously approved.

c) Election of Officers.  Stanger called for nominations from floor.  Mefferd nominated Teget as chair, Coulter as Vice Chair; Nichols seconded.  Nichols/Mefferd moved that nominations be closed; unanimous.  Unanimous approval of slate.

d) State Librarian Comments.  Wegner reported on the  Library Commission’s discussion of  library funding in Iowa, and their resolution encouraging libraries to adopt a policy regarding contracts for library services.  Discussion of local funding in SW Iowa.
