Social Networking Policy

Southwest Iowa library Service Area
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Policy:  SWILSA encourages libraries to participate in social networking that is beneficial to libraries in interacting with patrons, providing services, and marketing those services.   In order to demonstrate social networking, its benefits and functions, and to further enable libraries to interact with SWILSA, SWILSA participates in social networking as a professional activity.  SWILSA encourages discussion among libraries and the sharing of information on its sites and pages.
Guidelines:

1) SWILSA’s social sites, accounts and pages, or any accounts or pages with SWILSA's name attached in any way will be used only for SWILSA professional purposes, as much as is possible within any site’s terms of agreement.
2) The Administrator is authorized to create such accounts and sites as needed for SWILSA to participate in social networking.  Other staff or librarians may be authorized by the administrator to add content, within the guidelines of this policy.
2) All postings will be related to SWILSA’s and libraries’ services; personal postings and personal opinions are not appropriate.

3) Social networking for SWILSA’s professional purposes may be done during work hours, on SWILSA’s computers.

4) SWILSA encourages discussion and discourse in a professional and respectful atmosphere.  Postings or comments of a personal or inappropriate nature will be removed.
