General Tips to Be a Successful Online Learner
If you’re having trouble with the discipline, put the course on our calendar as an appointment and keep it!  Or have a “buddy” remind you/nudge you.

Look at the course objectives/syllabus and make sure it matches your needs.  Online courses do take time, and your time is too valuable to spend on a course that isn’t what you want.

If you have questions, ask them!  Even if you aren’t “live” with an instructor there should still be a way to contact someone if you have questions.

If there’s a discussion board with the class, use it—it’s the discussion (and the break discussion) for your online course.

Take responsibility for your own learning; don’t rely on someone just pouring the information into you head!

Evaluate yourself as you go through the course—are you where you should be? Want to be?

Take online learning seriously—it isn’t “just” an online course, it’s part of your overall learning, and you’re spending your valuable time –make the most of it.
