A Cinderella Summer/Trickster Tales/You’re My Hero/It’s Only Natural
For your program, combine a version of the Cinderella story (suggestions below).  Then balance it with a Trickster tale (see p. 88 of the manual), heroic legend, or “How and Why” story from the same region.  Choose from the suggestions below or something from your own collection.  Some of the suggested creation stories are for older children, so choose according to your age group. Follow up with crafts, games or another story from the same part of the world.  
You could also use these four groups of folktales as your theme for a 4-week program.  Just feature one type of story each week.  
We suggest incorporating different storytelling techniques in your programs – Reader’s Theater, stick puppets, Asian fold-out panels, Indian-style scrolls, flannel boards, traditional storytelling, storytelling with hand signs, etc.  Call the SWILSA office if you need help putting together your program.
